 ñStay out of my personal space!!ò You may not hear this a lot, but I 
hear it all of the time!  LOL Just kidding. But it is a good idea to keep 
your space, especially if you are in a vehicle whether it be a car or a 
motorcycle. ñFollowing Too Closelyò is one of the leading causes of 
crashes today. In a car, the rule of thumb is to keep one car length for 
every 10 MPH behind the car in front of you. On a motorcycle it is even 

MORE IMPORTANT to keep your distance for a few reasons. One being that while riding, we 
are not in a óCageò and exposed. When we get into trouble on the road, it is NEVER a good 
thing! Another reason is that when following too close on a motorcycle, one cannot see what 
is on the roadway ahead such as road hazards, etc., as the vehicle we are tailgating is keep-
ing the hazards hidden! Most importantly is when you follow too close to the vehicle in front of 
you while on a motorcycle, YOU MAY NOT BE SEEN BY ON COMING TRAFFIC!  Donôt hide 
behind the vehicle in front of you.   

 We have all been getting ready to make a left turn and wait for a car to pass us in the oppo-
site direction. The car passes and as you begin your turn, you realize there was a another ve-
hicle we never saw because they had been tailgating!!!  

 To be seen, it is helpful to ride during the daytime hours with your high beams activated and if 
possible, wear some bright colored clothing. It is okay to ditch the black leather once and a 
while!   

 So remember the distance rule and BE SEEN!!
