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 Hello Everybody! Spring is here and the weather is getting nicer!! This means 
more ride time! With that in mindéé., Your Harley can be fashioned to fit you 
in many ways. It is very important that you have any and all controls properly 
adjusted. It is the little things that are going to make your time in the saddle 
more enjoyable. I loved my 2011 Road Glide, but after about an hour of riding, 
I needed to take a break. But my new Road Glide, now that is a different sto-
ry. I just seem to fit in the saddle a whole lot better. Two hours on the road, not 
a problem. Fit and comfort are just vital to a happy and safe ride. Fatigue is 
our enemy! This fact doesn't just apply to the rider, but the passenger also. My 
passengers tell me that the new bike is a lot more comfortable than the old. I 

don't know if that is because it is new, but they all have the same opinion so there must be something 
to it!   

 Adjustments are important. There are hundreds of different adjustments available and different equip-
ment that can be custom fitted to you. The dealership is trained in this area to assist you. They even 
have equipment that can be tried out on a trial basis to see if it is beneficial to you. I would suggest that 
you start from the top and work your way down. Is your windscreen at a proper height? Do you have 
the correct size and type of mirrors? Are your levers adjusted at the proper angle for your hands and 
turning movement when in a turn? Do you have the proper handlebars for you and your size? Are your 
floorboards/pegs at the proper angle and height for you or your passenger? 

These are just some of the questions to ask yourself. There is some good info. in your ownerôs manual, 
on line, and at the dealership to get you on the right track. Remember, do what I do and go to the ex-
perts when you have questions about the fit of your motorcycle. You would not get into a car and not 
make proper adjustments before leaving a stationary position. In my opinion it is even more important 
on a Motorcycle as there is VERY LITTLE room for error when on two wheels!   

Ride safe 
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  Wow, we had a great turn out for the St. Pad-
dyôs Day Poker Ride. The weather was beautiful 
making it a great day for a ride. Thank you to 
everyone who came out to ride and to all the vol-
unteers who gave up riding to help make our first 
event such a success. Thank you! 

 

 A few words about poker rides because we 
have a lot of riders ask when is the group going to leave. A poker run is not intended to be a 
group ride. Part of playing the game is negotiating the route. Thatôs not to say that you canôt 
get together with other riders to ride, but it isnôt a lead ride where everyone leaves together. 
Registration lasts for an hour for a reason. You can show up anytime during that hour, register 
and then go. Some riders might leave right away and as the hour goes on, more riders show 
up and go. That way everyone isnôt arriving at each stop or at the end destination all at once. 
If you arenôt comfortable riding alone, please let the volunteers at registration know. We can 
always find someone for you to ride with. 

 

 When the registration hour is up, all riders should be on the road. The sweep rider waits for 
about 10-15 minutes to give the last riders out time to get ahead and then follows the route. 
The sweep is not there to lead a group so please donôt ask to ride with the sweep. Their job is 
to make sure that all riders have gotten through, that no riders are stranded for any reason, 
and to let the volunteers working the stops know that all riders have come through so that they 
can leave. When the sweep arrives at the end destination, the volunteers there know that all 
have arrived so that prizes can be awarded.  

 

 Also, note that it is important that you stick to the route and donôt spend time doing other 
things, because the sweep wonôt know youôre not on the route and wonôt be able to help you if 
needed. Or, you might arrive at a stop to find that the volunteers left because the sweep came 
through while you were off doing something else. It has happened. We want everyone to ride 
and have fun and to arrive safely.
