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Hello all! 

 Another weekend has gone by and several people dying on our local 
roadways. The common denominator being people driving while under 
the influence of alcohol or drugs. Some people think that in order to be 
arrested for "Drunk Driving", someone must be drunk and unable to 
stand up safely. This is not the case. People can be arrested for being 
under the influence of alcoholic beverage, a drug...whether it be legal 
or illegal, or a combination of both. All that is needed is for a person to 

be stopped and tested, and it be determined by the Officer that you are unable to operate a 
vehicle safely because of your intoxication level. For some people it does not take much at all. 

 Remember you are operating a 4000 pound weapon, if you're driving a car, with others 
around. On two wheels it is even more critical to be sober with nothing in your system. I know 
some people will roll their eyes at this and think they can handle their liquor while operating a 
motorcycle. To me, is not worth the chance of harming yourself or others. Again, it does not 
take much for some people. The problem is that people do not realize they are under the influ-
ence and unable to operate their machine and think they are okay to drive. 

 There are so many different options these days to avoid Driving While Intoxicated (DUI)/ Driv-
ing While under the Influence (DWI). Options may be a Tow Truck, Uber, Lyft, Designate Driv-
er, or simply just calling a friend to pick you up. These options are very low cost compared to 
the cost of being arrested. A person can expect a price tag of over $10,000 in attorneys fees, 
court fines, reinstatement costs, suspended license, AA Meetings, Probation, jail time, MADD 
meetings, increase in insurance costs, and the arrest being on your record for seven years. 

 As safety officer, is not my duty to criticize or judge anybody in our membership. My function 
is to attempt to keep all of you safe as much as possible with the knowledge I have in this ar-
ea. I've seen things that I wish I could forget in the field, which were the results of a person 
driving while intoxicated and costing somebody else their life. This is just a small reminder to 
make you think, and to operate the machine you choose, whether it be two wheels or four 
wheels, as safely as you can.
